mit diesem Heft kannst du dich optimal auf deinen nächsten Englisch-Test oder dei-
ne nächste Englisch-Klassenarbeit vorbereiten und dabei eine gute Leistung erzie-
len. Es zeigt dir, was bei der nächsten Klassenarbeit drankommen könnte, und hilft dir, 
Lücken in deinem Englisch-Wissen zu finden und gezielt zu schließen. Du kannst 
damit überprüfen, ob du gut vorbereitet bist und den Prüfungsstoff beherrschst.

Das Heft deckt maßgeschneidert alle Anforderungen des Englisch-Lehrplans der

Hörverstehen, Leseverstehen, Textproduktion, Aussprache, Wortschatz, Grammatik.
